When this form should be used:
Site-level fire management planning is required for all sites at which the Conservancy is engaged in fire management for ecological objectives. This information is typically documented in a Site Fire Management Plan, but other planning documents may substitute if all the required components are completed.  This worksheet is a mechanism for documenting the location of the components of site-level fire management in lieu of completing the standard site fire management plan. 
The site fire management planning section of the Fire Management Manual must be read and understood by the planner, site manager and Fire Manager before the worksheet is finalized.  See http://www.tncfiremanual.org/sfmp.htm.  The worksheet is final when it is signed by the Fire Manager.  This document should be archived at the local level.
Common documents in which to find the required information include ecoregional plans, site conservation plans, conservation action plans, regional and/or state smoke management plans, fire management plans produced by neighboring agencies (e.g. USFWS, USFS, etc.), journal articles, and other credible sources.
